15 favorite style items:

1. You can select specific content and style it accordingly with id or class tags. I like that you can have numerous items throughout your website but specific items can be selected and styled.

2. The width style as a percentage allowed me to fit four even items horizontally across the page. I was very conscious of the page being centered and I did not want the navigation bar to look too heavy on one side. Determining the width as a percentage was a lot easier to work with than specifying pixels.

3. I found that giving the nav bar a hover state identified to the user that the mouse was on a clickable item.

6. The ability to layer images prevents a mundane presentation of your website. I used one of my photos, cropped a section of it, styled it to fit in my header, placed a smaller h1 image on top of that, and then put my actual h1 text on top of that. I originally used opacity with the h1 image but it was easier to make the image background slightly see through in photoshop and then place that image directly onto the page negating the need for styling the image.
